Most of the participants have previously been represented in the Crafts Collection, the annual, curated collection from Danish Craft, based on high artistic standards and quality workmanship.  At the Maison et Objet these companies will be going it alone for the first time with an opportunity to brand their business while targeting international buyers.

The 10 companies will be participating with their own individual stalls, where they will be presenting their products. Here at the individual stands, visitors will have the opportunity to experience textile designer Lisbet Friis’ hand-printed cushions ”Graphic” and ”Stripe”, textile designer Lene Frantzen’s award-winning felt cushions, jewellery designer Mette Scherning’s porcelain brooches and earrings and once-off glass bowls by glass artist Tora Urup. The common denominator for the products presented at the Danish stand is their inherent personality and innovative expression regarding both design and materials.

The great success of Danish craft artists on the international market is due to the fact that – in just a few years – they have designed products combining the traditional cool, classic, Nordic simplicity of Danish design with new, creative energy and vibrancy. 

At the same time crafts are establishing themselves in a position similar to that held by haute couture in the fashion world, with the long-term, time-consuming experimentation with designs and materials carried out by craft artists inspiring designers in a broader sense.
