Unified by common forms and finishes, CC+ for MoMA is intended to evoke the colors, vitality, and lightness of spirit associated with Danish design across a collection of more than 50 products.  All items are made in Denmark. 

“A new generation of Danish designers and craftspeople has emerged, continuing the traditions of their predecessors but working with fresh ideas, shapes, and materials,” explained Birgitte Jahn, Director of Danish Crafts. “Their workshops are laboratories where the newest design concepts are tried, and perhaps produced in limited editions, before being mass-produced.”
